These notices shall satisfy two separate but related procedural requirements for activities to be undertaken by the Town of Scotland
REQUEST FOR RELEASE OF FUNDS
On or about January 19, 2023, the Town of Scotland will submit a request to the department of HUD for the release of Community Project Funding (CPF) grant funds under title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended (42 U.S.C. 5301 et  seq.) of the Consolidated Appropriations Act, 2022 to undertake a project known as “Scotland Town Hall Renovation”, for the purpose of a full renovation of the Scotland Town Hall located at 9 Devotion Road, Scotland CT including:  
A 769 sq. ft. addition, housing an elevator, stairs and entrance foyer that will provide disabled access and emergency egress for the entire building.
Removal of a crumbling ramp that is located in the state highway right-of-way.
Foundation and structural repairs.
Repair/Replacement of 19th-century windows and doors.
Upgrades to heating, mechanical, and electrical systems to increase efficiency and decrease carbon footprint.
Restrooms built to current codes for accessibility and water conservation
Water supply suitable for public use.
Reconfiguration of interior to include private offices and public meeting spaces.
Upgrades to technology to allow for online access to public meetings and records.
Reconfiguration of building site, including replacement of a small and unsafe parking area with a larger lot at the rear that provides van/shuttle accessible handicapped parking and  includes EV charging stations. 
Demolition of a deteriorated structure currently housing an emergency generator, and replacement with a stand alone generator. 

Abatement of asbestos and lead paint if identified.  

Removal of vinyl siding and replacement with wood clapboard. 
Removal of unsafe metal fire escape on exterior of building. 

The renovations are estimated to take 18 months and to cost approximately $2,086,900.
The estimated sources of funding will be: 
Community Project Fund Grant (HUD) $700,000

Community Investment Fund Grant (CT DECD) $700,000

CT SHPO--HRF/Survey & Planning $220,000

ARPA revenue loss flow-through $363,000

Local Funding (CNR & General Fund) $103,900
FINDING OF NO SIGNIFICANT IMPACT
The Town of Scotland has determined that the project will have no significant impact on the human environment.  Therefore, an Environmental Impact Statement under the National Environmental Policy Act of 1969 (NEPA) is not required.

PUBLIC COMMENTS
Any individual, group, or agency may submit written comments on the ERR to the First Selectman, Gary Greenberg.  All comments received by January 18, 2023 will be considered by the Town of Scotland prior to authorizing submission of a request for release of funds.  Comments should specify which Notice they are addressing.

ENVIRONMENTAL CERTIFICATION
The Town of Scotland certifies to HUD/CT that Gary Greenberg, in his capacity as First Selectman, consents to accept the jurisdiction of the Federal Courts if an action is brought to enforce responsibilities in relation to the environmental review process and that these responsibilities have been satisfied.  HUD/ CT’s approval of the certification satisfies its responsibilities under NEPA and related laws and authorities and allows the Town of Scotland to use Program funds.

OBJECTIONS TO RELEASE OF FUNDS
HUD/CT will accept objections to its release of fund and the Town of Scotland’s certification for a period of fifteen days following the anticipated submission date or its actual receipt of the request (whichever is later) only if they are on one of the following bases: (a) the certification was not executed by the Certifying Officer of the Town of Scotland (b) the Town of Scotland has omitted a step or failed to make a decision or finding required by HUD regulations at 24 CFR part 58; (c) the grant recipient or other participants in the development process have committed funds, incurred costs or undertaken activities not authorized by 24 CFR Part 58 before approval of a release of funds by HUD/CT; or (d) another Federal agency acting pursuant to 40 CFR Part 1504 has submitted a written finding that the project is unsatisfactory from the standpoint of environmental quality.  Objections must be prepared and submitted in accordance with the required procedures (24 CFR Part 58, Sec. 58.76) and shall be addressed to HUD/CT administration office at:
